The Driving Instructor will teach students to operate an automobile safely and in accordance with applicable motor vehicle laws. 

Supervisory Responsibilities:
· Oversees students as they learn to safely and properly operate an automobile.

Duties/Responsibilities:
· Instructs students in the skills needed to operate a vehicle.
· Rides along with student drivers using a dual control car; evaluates how well the student can operate a vehicle.
